As we have updated you this year the owners of Bayview Village 
Shopping Centre have submitted a new application to redevelop the 
plaza. Your MAGA Committee has been closely monitoring this proposal 
and been in touch with both the owners and the city. We all have many 
questions and concerns that we are raising. 
 

You may see have just seen in the Bayview Post an article that features 
our MAGA Chair, Victoria Joly speaking about the issues: 
 

“Victoria Joly, spokesperson for the Bayview Village Association, 
expressed the group’s concerns about the proposal at a North York 
Community Council meeting held last month.   
 

“We’re strongly opposed to the height and density of the proposal,” said Joly, before she added that 
the developer does seem willing to work with residents.  
 

“[The developer] has been very forthcoming in trying to solicit and engage the local community,” she 
said.”

BVA Neighbourhood Watch  
Break + Enters continue to be a problem – there have been several recently. 
Police have stepped up patrols in our area and ask that you report anything suspicious. 
 

What can you do?   
Police have informed us that houses are being ‘marked’ with sticks and leaves at the front door. When the 
perpetrators return a day later and notice the debris has not been swept up they conclude the residents are away 
and then break into the house. Residents are reminded to keep their porch and front door area clear of sticks, 
leaves, flyers and packages as one means of deterring a potential break and enter incident. 

 

Holiday sales – may mean new appliances, TVs, etc.  Don’t put the 
box that it came in outside for all to see – it just advertises to thieves 
that a brand new TV or stereo system is now available. Cut up the box 
into smaller pieces and dispose in your recycle bin. 
 

When you are shopping ensure bags and parcels are locked in your trunk. Lock your 
car doors. Keep track of your wallet and purse.  
 

LIGHTS ON:  Make sure your home looks inhabited. Leave a radio on. Leave lights on. 
Use a timer to have lights come on while you are out.  
The majority of break-ins occur during the day from about noon until 7 pm. Let your 
neighbours know that you will be away. If you are away arrange for someone to check 
on your home every day. 
 

Your BVA Neighbourhood Watch Committee has been in touch with Toronto Police.  
 

CARS:  Recently there have been several incidents of thefts from autos. Lock your car – don’t leave house keys 
in your car. Leave nothing in your car – even loose change can attract thieves. Lock doors that lead from the 
garage to your house.  
 

What To Do In The Event of a Car break in/theft?:  If an incident occurs first report it to the police right away. If it 
is not a crime in progress call the non-emergency number 416-808-2222 and report all the information over the 
phone.  Have all your information (e.g., vehicle papers and license ready) to speed things up. Get the officers 
name and report number – it will make it easier for follow-up. Please email our committee with information at 
bva@bayviewvillage.org – it will assist with our monitoring and support of a community.

HEY, BAYVIEW VILLAGE - TIME TO BE A GOOD NEIGHBOUR  

Remember: within 12 hours after any fall of snow or hail has ceased, clear away and completely 
remove snow and ice from any sidewalk on your property. In Bayview Village the city removes 
snow from city sidewalks, but not always within the 12 hours – so if they haven’t – the 
responsibility is yours! 

 

After the removal of snow and ice, if any portion of the sidewalk becomes slippery from any cause, 
owner or occupant must immediately and as often as necessary, apply to the sidewalk, ashes, sand, 
salt or some other suitable material so as to completely cover the slippery surface. 
 

Snow from driveways/sidewalks is NOT to be shoveled/pushed onto the road or your neighbour’s property. If 

you use snow removal services it is your responsibility to ensure they also follow these bylaws.
